Summary





A final research report consists of the following chapters:


 economic crime - its definition;


 aetiology of financial crime;


 forms of financial crime in the Czech Republic;


 financial crime victims;


 financial crime offenders.





An attempt at distinction between the economic and financial crimes as for their definition was made; both these parts are called „economy crime“ in a general way. At the same time the author’ s view on  distinction between the economic and organized crimes is presented in this chapter.


The problems of the so-called new facts in economic sphere in a given stage of economic transformation and transformation of a society are also presented in the first chapter. A critique of wrong steps undertook by the governments after November 1989 which definitely unwanted „boom“ of financial crime had enabled and it might be said that in the certain moments they had even directly provoked it, was not missing. These new facts are included, as follows:


 the so-called „tunnelling“;


 bankruptcy;


 non-payment of obligations;


 corruption;


 insider trading





In the second chapter the author made an attempt to summarize the criminological views of the problems of economic crime taking a financial crime into account. It deals with a theory of anomy, theory of differentiated contacts and with conflict theory of crime that have a relevant relation to the subject of examination.


The third chapter describes the social conditions and five possible criminogenic factors resulting from them. There are the following factors included amongst them: failure to meet the economic-social expectations, conversion of money into a capital, respectively a lack of legal capital, unequal chances, corruptive environment and non-existence of control or regulative mechanisms.


The fourth chapter concludes a specification of legal entrepreneurial activities with possible manifestations of financial crime, that means it deals with a situation in a banking sector, capital market and securities tradings, insurance industry, as well as with crime that has afflicted the public budgets. Based on a fact-filled material (primarily from open sources) the analysis of some the most famous „after November 1989“ cases which balance on the confines of punishability and impunity, respectively which are not completed until now is presented. Furthermore, this chapter includes a specification of purely illegal entrepreneurial activities with possible manifestations of financial crime, as legalization of the proceeds of crime, usury and pyramid games. A penetration of organized crime into a financial crime could be found in these activities.


The fifth and sixth chapters cover a definition of both financial crime victims and offenders, including an attempt at their typology. On contrary to conventional crime  there are the individual and group victims, the individual and group defendants (possibly the so-called legal entity as well) in this sphere.


The study is concluded by a brief evaluation: a research of financial crime  significantly differs from both researches of conventional crime and of crime connected with organized crime. At present the author considers to be reasonable to implement a comprehensive specialized survey dealing with economic crime within the general conditions of emergency market, especially with taking a situation in the Czech Republic into account.
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
